Third Annual CEO Round Table

NOVEMBER 14, 2003 (TORONTO) -- CERT will hold its third annual CEO Round Table in Toronto on Friday, November 21 at the TSX Broadcast & Conference Centre. The event will focus on the theme “Investment & Information: Managing Transatlantic Business Expansion” and offer an opportunity for high-level discussion of current trade and investment issues and possible solutions.
